- I can see how parenting in some families may differ between the sexes 


but in my family we try very hard not to. For example, when my children 


were younger we had a “wheel of chores” and at the beginning of each 


week each child would spin the wheel and have to do those chores for 


that week. All my children had the same curfew at the same ages and at 


13 years old is when they learned how to do their own laundry. We’ve 


focused more on age milestones than gender roles. The youngest 



children were the last to have dishes as a chore simply because they 


couldn’t reach the cup cabinet to put the dishes away. It was quite simple. 

This doesn’t have much to do with parenting but we did categorize the 


colors that the boys wore and the colors that the girls wore. The girls wore 

all colors: pink, blue, black, orange, purple, and green. However, the boys 

never wore pink. They wore colors like blue, black, red, navy, and green.

- I think that feminists are women who believe very strongly in women’s 


rights and are proud of what they believe in and will fight for those rights. I 

happen to know a few feminists.
