What do you know about feminism? Do you consider yourself a feminist? Why or why not? If you wouldn’t call yourself a feminist, is there another term that better describes you? 
· I think that the term feminism describes the view of equality between 
men and women in terms of social and economic circumstances. I 
believe that I would be considered a feminist, since I have always 
thought that women are equal to men and that both should be treated the 
same regardless of their gender. 
What do you think of the media’s portrayal of the ideal female body? Does it impact your own perception of your body? How or why not?
· I think the media’s portrayal of the female body needs to change and depict the ideal female body to be one that is healthy and strong—not another frail body whose face is doused in make-up and enhanced by professional editing. Being in the field of physical therapy, I am aware of what a healthy female body should be like, so the media’s portrayal does not impact the perception of my body, although it sometimes impacts what I purchase.

· I was lucky enough to be surrounded by a nurturing family that had 
always instilled in me that I can do whatever I wanted as long as I 
work hard and stay disciplined. Those who encouraged me included my 
parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, family friends, and teachers. 
As a woman do you feel pressured to be successful in the fields of family/home life, business/work life, income and appearance? What defines a successful woman in your mind? What factors influence your opinion of what defines a successful woman? Has your understand of success changed over the years?
· I don’t feel pressured to be successful in the fields of family/home life and business/work life. The drive to be successful in both fields is from my own personal belief. I think that having a 
successful family/home life is no longer just the job of the mother/female, it is a team effort between all members of the family. Working women and men should both have equal roles in the family. A successful appearance is one that projects a healthy lifestyle, so I think that being healthy is just as important as being successful in fields. Knowing that one is doing their best at improving their health prevents me from feeling pressured. As an adult do you ever feel that you are treated differently due to your gender? How so? Do you like being treated differently because you are a woman or would you prefer it didn’t happen? Does it depend on the situation? Please explain.
· At times I do feel like I am treated differently due to my gender. There are certain expectations about home life that I have noticed were thrusted upon me since I am a girl. I don’t necessarily agree with this point of view since my idea of equality is that both members of the family should have an equal share of the responsibilities at home. Women work just as hard as the men, and being expected to do handle all of the responsibilities at home is unjust. Managing a home is a job in itself. 
How would you define gender equality? Would you say gender equality is important to you? Why or why not?
· Gender equality is the equal treatment of both men and women. Therefore, if men and women were treated equally, I think it is their skills and performance that sets them apart from one another; not their gender. It is important that gender should not be used as criteria to base an opinion on a person, but rather have their skills and character be the basis of opinion.

· I disagree with that assumption, men and women feel emotions just the same, but they differ in how they express their feelings.
